Do not release alien species in the wild. The 
released alien species may compete with 
native species for resources and therefore 
harm the ecosystems.

Protect the natural ecosystem, e.g. initiate or 
participate a countryside clean up event. Invite your 
schoolmates and family to join.

Raise awareness of conservation of the 
terrestrial ecosystem, e.g. join tree planting 
activity and share the plant photo on social 
media.

Protect trees to reduce the speed of deforestation, 
e.g. use digital forms instead of paper form.

ARTICLE 29
Education of the child shall be 
directed to the development of 

respect for the natural environment.

ARTICLE 4
Governments must help children 

realize their rights, with the maximum 
extent of their available resources.

ARTICLE 13
Child shall have the freedom to 

seek, receive and impart 
information & ideas of all kinds.
